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One of the most pressing problems for the Russian economy
is the development of small and medium-sized businesses.
The growth rate of the development of small and medium
enterprises in recent years has not kept pace with the growth
in the previous decade.

Particular attention is paid to the improvement of taxation
and crediting of this sphere of activity. The
implementation of continuous monitoring and careful
attention to the problems of small and medium business, its
full support, will enhance the development and will
contribute to strengthening the country's economy as a
whole.
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
